South Dublin County Council covers 222.74
Square kilometres serving approximately
234,000 people. It is bounded by the Dublin
mountains to the south and stretches from the
River Liffey at Lucan through Palmerstown,
Clondalkin, south to Newcastle, Rathcoole,
Saggart.

Through utilising IP codec’s South Dublin
County Council are able to take advantage of
ADSL (Asymetric Digital Subscriber Line)
connections that reduce transmission costs
and enable transmission of greater video
bandwidth. Video over IP forms part of a
series of works being undertaken by 
South Dublin County Council as part of the 
EU ITISS (Intermodal Traveller Information
SystemS) Project.  

From a technology perspective the success of
this solution has paved the way for future
deployment of other solutions across South
Dublin County Council.

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The NHS Foundation Trust is upgrading its analogue
set up for Dedicated Micros DS2 digital video
recorders. Across the hospital’s three sites -
Basildon Hospital itself, its adjacent maternity unit
and a day care unit 10 miles away at Orsett - more
than 100 cameras are now in place internally and
externally at key sites including car parks. In the
past, only 30 cameras covered the hospital with
each of the sites using a different system. 

Eddie Smith, the hospital’s security supervisor and
CCTV controller, said: “I am a former policeman and
everything I have had to deal with as a policeman, I
have had to deal with at this hospital.” 

“The high quality images have already produced
several detections and successful convictions - the
local police have been full of praise for the new set-
up. As well as catching more people, all the additional
cameras are proving a highly effective deterrent.“ 

CCTV cameras have also been installed at Fobbing
Farm - an estate used to house doctors and their
families, which had been targeted by burglars last
year. 

Eddie Smith explains: “It is in a vulnerable area and is
cut off from the rest of the hospital. Last year we had
a spate of burglaries so the doctors asked us to install
cameras there as well; since then we have not seen a
recurrence of the problem.” 

All the cameras at the various sites link back to a
central CCTV control room, where they can be viewed
on PCs via the hospital’s computer network. With
320GB of memory each, the eight DS2s offer the
hospital 30 days of storage space. 

Further DS2s are to be added to the system to cover
extra cameras which are planned for the hospital’s
state-of-the-art cardiac unit and an independent
cancer scanning building, which is due to open at the
end of this year. By the time the installation is
finished, it is envisaged that the hospital will be
served by 200 cameras and 16 DS2s. 

Dave Neil, who worked on the installation for
European Alarms, said: “There is no other site like it in
the country in terms of the number of cameras. It’s
certainly the biggest project we have taken on so far.“ 

“The feedback so far from the hospital suggests they
are delighted with what we have done and the
performance of the Dedicated Micros equipment. I’ve
got nothing but praise for DM and their staff - we
wouldn’t use anybody else. The equipment is of the
highest quality and the technical and after sales
support they offer are excellent.“ 

DM’s training package also represented a major
improvement on their old system, where they were
given little or no guidance. With DM, Eddie Smith and
his IT liaison officer from the hospital were flown to
Manchester and put through a training course which
has improved their competency dramatically. 

The digital method of storing images also means the
system does not rely on staff remembering to install
tapes and offers much better quality images. 

Eddie Smith adds: “Each of the hospital’s three sites
had its own stand alone system, managed by three
different companies. Now, to have a universal system
across the whole of the trust has made a huge
difference.” 

“The other key advantage for us was being able to
view the images on the computer network rather than
on a huge bank of monitors. The digital images are
much clearer and with 24 hour recording, we can go
back any time over the last 30 days and view what
happened from any of the cameras.”

IP-Video Monitors Iraqi
Elections in UK 
Intruder International plc provided
IP-CCTV surveillance for the three
polling stations in London,
Manchester and Glasgow during the
recent UK Iraqi elections, as part of
the security operation provided by
Group 4 Securicor. 

Due to an extremely tight timescale and the high
security surrounding the event, Intruder
International was initially given very little specific
information and did not know the exact camera
locations until the day of the installation. To meet
these demanding requirements and provide
maximum flexibility Intruder International chose to
install IndigoVision’s IP-Video technology.

IndigoVision’s digital video technology provided
high quality live and recorded video, easy PTZ
camera control and quick switching between video
feeds without the need to install a separate matrix.
All of the IP-Video viewing, recording and control
was PC based, allowing the system to be easily
configured. The user friendly front end also
provided a familiar environment for the 
operators who found the system easy to use 
with little training. 

After receiving the go-ahead on Friday, all three
system installations were started on Monday and
were fully commissioned and working by Tuesday
afternoon – a testament to the flexibility of Intruder
International’s UK wide operation and IndigoVision’s
technology. It would have been very difficult to
meet this demanding schedule and level of
flexibility using a traditional cabled analogue
system. This advantage was further highlighted
when the election hall at the London, Wembley
centre was changed part way through the Election.
The entire surveillance system was relocated and
re-commissioned within one day. 

Each centre typically had 9 static cameras and 1 PTZ
camera all connected to IndigoVision’s 8000 IP-
transceiver modules. These modules transmitted
compressed camera video and control data via a
network cable routed around the centre, back to
the control room, for recording review and live
monitoring. The system provided live and recorded
25fps digital video from all cameras at 2CIF
resolution, ensuring the operators viewed
‘analogue’ quality CCTV images at all times.
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The challenge: Because of the shear physical
size of the Three Counties Showground with
numerous entranceways and public access areas,
vandalism was becoming a major problem. After
normal closing time people could still wander
into the showground, committing acts of
workshop vandalism, machinery theft, and even
an attempt to steal the on site cash machine.

It was physically impossible to lay any kind of
cables into the ground to provide standard CCTV
coverage due to the fact that this is being
constantly worked upon to allow the
Horticultural Shows to take place. Off-site
monitoring was also required.

TThhee  ssoolluuttiioonn::  View-IT (a Gardiner Security
Integration Partner) was on site installing a new
structured cabling infrastructure and telephone
system. With their experience in voice and data
networking they recommended they use this
technology to move Video images wirelessly
around the campus and store onto a server
located in the main communications room.

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Eye Spy with IP, an industry overview
of what’s in store for IP surveillance
Bosch Security Systems’ Ruud Toonders looks at what is
happening with IP surveillance systems, tracking their
introduction, relatively rapid acceptance and outlines what
we can expect to see in the short and longer-term.

Video Recorder (DVR) can be regarded as a
quantum leap, it is just as true to say that IP-
based surveillance is an equally important
leap (see box below). Numerous enterprising
manufacturers have, therefore, already
invested in digital technology and, carrying
their investment a step further, into IP-based
products and systems.

The telecommunication industry nowadays is
an excellent example of making full use of IP
for carrying virtually any medium, from voice,
video and pure data, to and from optical,
copper and wireless networks. be they LAN,
WAN, or even the Internet. In other words,
‘anything over IP and IP over anything’, made
easy by Ethernet transmission. 

Ethernet has long been the most efficient
medium for data transmission, chiefly because
it allows the use of wide bandwidths, it can be
easily and seamlessly integrated into existing
IT infrastructures at low cost and is a global
standard. Moreover, because it relays signals
simultaneously and camera images up to 30
images per second (ips), it is an ideal network
solution for surveillance systems, particularly
using IP and powerful software.

Introduction

Not so long ago, the abbreviation ‘IP’ was
understood in the information technology
world to mean Intellectual Property. Now, it
most strongly stands for Internet Protocol, a
term that just about everyone, from kids to
grandparents who have PCs, are familiar with.
It’s therefore no wonder – and no accident -
that we find IP as closely connected (literally)
to CCTV surveillance systems as to computers
and, more recently, to telephony. The ‘no
accident’ refers, of course, to the logical
developments of digital technology combined
with the virtually universal availability of the
Internet and all that it allows.

The Digital Jump to IP

As in the broadcast world, it is generally
accepted by surveillance professionals that
digital is the way forward, and certainly for
the longer term. That is to say that there will
continue to be some, though decreasing,
demand for hybrid, combined analog/digital
systems in the short- to medium-term. If the
transition from analog to digital CCTV systems,
strongly aided by the advent of the Digital

NVRs, NOT DVRs

Having mentioned the importance of the DVR in
digital CCTV systems, it is, however, not the best
means of recording images in an IP-based
system. The three main reasons are 1) DVRs are
not scalable (adding cameras has to be in
multiples of 16, for example); 2) recorded
images are sub-optimal in that they have
originated from analog cameras, have been
sent through varying lengths of coax cable and
then converted to digital and compressed by
the DVR for each batch of 16 cameras; and 3)
the higher the frame rate, the more processing
power per channel is needed, the more DVR’s
are needed for recording, and the greater the
cost. In other words, DVRs are expensive.

The answer is the NVR, or Networked Video
Recorder, a pure software solution that
operates on standard platforms with an
‘intelligent’ server PC and a large number of
hard disks. The NVR can record from any
camera, at any distance, and play back to any
monitor. It offers almost unlimited storage of a
high number of video channels. The Bosch
Security Systems’ next-generation VIDOS-NVR ,
for example, supports up to 64 video streams
simultaneously over a single PC server. A most
important feature of the VIDOS-NVR is
Automatic Network Replenishment (ANR™)
patented technology that ensures seamless and
gapless video recording even in the event of
network failure.

In addition to the singular advantages of the
NVR as the key enabler of LAN or IP-based

networked installations, it is important to
highlight those of the networked camera. These
include individual analog-to-digital conversion
and compression within the camera, and
optimization of lenses, CCD functionality and
digital signal processing (DSP), to produce a
high-quality image ready for viewing and
recording. IP-based cameras are now being
developed that will have innovative features
like megapixel resolution for very high-quality
imaging, remote PTZ control without additional
cables and Power-over-Ethernet (PoE), which
also saves on cabling and facilitates connection
to an Uninterrupted Power Supply (UPS). 

Data Squeezing

Having overcome initial scepticism as to its
suitability and established as a global standard
in 2000, MPEG-4 is the compression technique
now generally accepted in digital CCTV systems.
With its high compression rate, MPEG-4 can
easily handle video streams of 30 ips without
compromising image quality. M-JPEG, the
compression technique most commonly used
before MPEG-2 and MPEG-4, has almost entirely
been dropped. And once users experience the
storage benefits of MPEG encoding they will
never want to use M-JPEG.

Encoding / Decoding

Efficient, multi-tasking encoding and decoding
of video data are essential to the operation of
the IP-based network. Today’s video
transmitters/receivers, such as Bosch’s VIP
series, are ultra-compact, fast and support full

PAL or NTSC sources and full-duplex audio. VIP
transmitters/decoders are also suitable for both
MPEG-2 at full D1/CIF and MPEG-4 at
4CIF/CIF/2CIF, as well as multicasting and
Internet streaming through a FastEthernet
interface. Dual encoding makes best use of
storage, by recording with different parameters
than with viewing. In receiver mode these
products can be used to integrate box-to-box
connections in the network to show video from
any MPEG-4 transmitter on analog monitors.

In Full Control

An IP-based surveillance system can operate
without network control. But, with a correct
management tool, controlling and managing
the system can greatly facilitate its operation.
Again, recent advances in digital technology
have helped in the development of
sophisticated network control solutions that
are, today, mostly pure software. Bosch offers
the VIDOS Video Management System, an
intelligent, powerful and customizable means of
controlling all functions in the IP CCTV system
and supporting an unlimited number of
cameras and monitors.

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Understanding Video
Compression
JVC outlines what you need to know about compression
as the CCTV industry continues to move towards digital
devices, such as digital recording (DVRs) and IP cameras. 

Today’s IP products and systems are typically
employed via a central PC with several network
cameras and video servers that are directly
connected to a PC network (Ethernet or TCP/IP).

As camera and network technologies have improved,
the amount of video recorded and transferred over
video networks has increased and grown dramatically.
Video contains very large amounts of data which
must be stored and transferred over a computer
network. . 

Compression is necessary because the volume of
data produced by digitising CCTV image streams
would otherwise overload the available network
storage and communications lines. 

Different applications have different priorities
regarding the clarity of image, data volumes and
processing power. So when selecting digital
equipment, the user will need to select the
compression format that best suits their own
particular network or application.

When considering an upgrade to networked
surveillance with recording capabilities, there are a
number of factors to consider in determining the
most appropriate compression method. JVC has a
range of DVRs and cameras available in the market
place which have a wide range of features and
compression techniques. 

The following compression techniques that are most
suitable for the security industry include:

Motion JPEG or MJPEG 

A digital video sequence from a series of JPEG
compressed images is the most frequently used
format in the industry today. It is suitable when single
images are required to document a specific event
such as staff monitoring or production monitoring.

The two latest additions to JVC’s range of dome
cameras is the new mini-dome camera, the VN-C625U
and the VN-C655UB. The high quality images
produced are output from the camera in the Motion-
JPEG format with a resolution of up to 640 x 480
pixels and a maximum frame rate of 30fps. Any
computer on the network is able to monitor and store
this video stream which can be accessed remotely
from anywhere in the world. A large bandwidth is not

required to view images from either of these two JVC
cameras. MJPEG is used to view images on any
standard PC or web browser.

MPEG-1

MPEG-1 provides VHS quality on a CD ROM or Video CD.
MPEG-1 is a standard for storing video on a single
computer at low bit rates that require low transfer
and bandwidth. The VN-C30U adds MPEG-1 image
compression to the conventional JPEG standard.  With
MPEG-1, motion images can be efficiently compressed
for network transfer, whilst maintaining a frame rate
of 30fps for minimal loss of movement. The VN-C30U
camera also has multi-casting capability to ensure
multiple clients and network traffic management is
easy and efficient. 

MPEG-2

The MPEG-2 extends the compression technique of
MPEG-1 to cover larger pictures and higher quality. By
using MPEG-2 compression, high quality pictures and
full motion video can be recorded. The expense is a
lower compression ratio and higher bandwidth rate.
The JVC VR-716E hard disk drive recorder utilises
MPEG-2 compression. This unit can record high quality
pictures on to the hard disk over a much longer
period than with JPEG compression. The DVR can also
select the picture quality from four levels (high,
normal, basic and long). Typically this kind of DVR can
be used with analogue cameras as well as IP camera
security systems.

MPEG-4

MPEG-4 images support lower bandwidth consuming
applications. JVC’s VN-C10U camera is designed for
specialist applications and is switchable between
MPEG-4 and JPEG. The superior MPEG-4 compression
efficiency and high quality motion images can be
delivered at lower bit rates than ever before, so that
users can easily transfer moving pictures over low-
speed networks. Bit rates are user selectable and
range from 64Kbps to 2Mbps and image type can be
switched as required. This allows the user to select
the image type and bit rate that are optimal for the
network environment or the quality of the
communication line. The camera also includes a
multi-casting capability where monitoring is not
restricted and can be viewed anywhere. The built-in

web server delivers the same high quality images to
all computers on the network. There is virtually no
frame rate degradation when the VN-C10U is accessed
by multiple clients and network traffic management is
easy and efficient. 

Wavelet

Like Motion-JPEG, Wavelet compression delivers high
quality moving images by starting with still images
and applying a compression method to them and
putting them together to form moving pictures.
Wavelet compresses images by removing all obvious
redundancy and only uses the areas that can be
perceived by the human eye. Wavelet is up to four
times more effective in reducing the volume of data
than JPEG and M-JPEG. It offers superior development
potential to current MPEG compression, giving a
greater amount of compression with equivalent
quality. JVC has incorporated Wavelet into their two
DVRs, their VR-616 and VR-609. 

Other compression methods in the industry include
H261, H.263, JPEG 2000 and Motion JPEG 2000.

The main characteristics that differentiate
compression techniques and determine which
compression technology is best for individual
applications are the level of resolution in video,
desired frame rate, and network capacity needed to
monitor and play back the video at a limited
bandwidth capacity. Storage of user images is also an
important factor. The end result for the user in
understanding video compression rates is increased
efficiency for their particular application combined
with the very best image quality.

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Guidelines for Digital Imaging 
PART 5 - The information below is an extracted section from the Police Scientific
Development Branch (PSDB) document Digital Imaging Procedure (v.1.0). 
It is reproduced here to provide a general insight into the way digital images are
considered and accepted by the police

Data Capture - continued

RReemmoovvaabbllee  ttaappee  mmeeddiiuumm

There are several types of tape onto which digital
video can be recorded. In the case of a handheld
digital camcorder the two most common types at
present are MiniDV and Digital8. 

These are principally designed for domestic use
although their small size, ease of use and cost
make them attractive for police applications. The
growth of the market may mean that more types
will be introduced. 

Other formats of digital video tape recording
include the professional formats: • 

• DVCAM and DVCPRO; and 

• Digital Betacam. 

and those aimed more at the domestic market:

• DVHS; and 

• SVHS-D. 

Where the video footage has been recorded onto
a digital tape in a handheld camcorder then this
video tape will usually become the Master. 

In the case of CCTV the images may be recorded
onto a data tape format. Digital Audio Tape (DAT)
is one example. Whilst these tapes are removable
it may not be feasible for the police to see the
evidence without first transferring the data to
another more convenient removable medium. 

Where hard disc recording systems use tapes for
back-up the recording format may be non-
standard to accommodate time lapse and
multiplex recordings. These recordings will require
special playback and copying facilities. 

Analogue VHS copy recordings can usually be
made from digital recordings. 

Where detailed information is required reference
should be made to relevant legislation, ACPO
guidelines and/or individual force procedures. 

NNoonn--rreemmoovvaabbllee  mmeeddiiuumm

These are usually in the form of hard disc drives
and mainly used for direct storage of video but
sometimes for large file-size still images, for
example fingerprints. 

Because of the high cost and limited capacity of
hard drives, images stored on them will usually be
erased after a preset time or after the images
have been transferred (backed-up) to some other
medium for transport or archive. The back-up
might be selective, by automatic or manual
selection. It may be necessary to bring in
specialists to ensure that the data is safeguarded. 

Any difficulties with obtaining evidential material
should be referred to the force TSU or video units.
These systems should be treated as computer
systems and reference made to the ACPO Good
Practice Guide for Computer Based Evidence. 

The normal mechanism for erasing data recorded
on hard discs is to delete the directory entry only.
The computer controlling the hard disc then
reallocates the space ready for a fresh recording.
The new recording will then erase the previous
recording by writing over the top of it and a new
directory entry will be made. 

If it is essential to erase recordings in any other
way then advice should be sought from IT
professionals. 

When an incident or offence has occurred and
there is a requirement to take information from
the hard disc as evidence: 

• check whether the required data has already
been copied to a back-up medium; 

• check that what is needed is not being over-
recorded while arrangements to save the data
are being made; 

• stop the recording process if necessary to
preserve the data – this may put the system
out of action until the data transfer can be
completed; 

• be prepared to seize the hard disc if necessary; 

• transfer the data in a file format with software

for accurate replay that can be used by the
police; and 

• transfer to a recording medium suitable for
play by the police. 

If it is necessary to seize more than a small
amount of data this may take a considerable time
and require many units of back-up media (for
example CDs).

Protection

There are various media on which images can be
captured, both reusable and non- reusable.
Irrespective of their nature, early transition from
‘capture’ to ‘defining the Master’ phases is
extremely important. The integrity of images
needs to be protected at the earliest stage as this
reduces the opportunities for challenges at court. 

Accidental alteration or erasure could be
detected by noting image number sequences and
prevented by: 

• designating the image file as read only; 

• activating the mechanical write protect
mechanism; and

• transferring to WORM media. 
Protection can also be achieved by controlling
access to the file or media by electronic
password and/or controlling the viewing of the
images by electronic encryption. 

With CD media, still image files can be protected
using camera functions. If an image is ‘deleted’, it
is only the address in the directory which is
deleted. The image is simply not accessible
therefore the capacity on the disc is not
increased and this shows that an image has been
‘deleted’. 

The procedure does not rely on any form of
‘electronic’ protection but neither does it
preclude its use. There are several methods for
‘electronically’ authenticating an image file. Once
applied, any change to the pixel values will be
detected although the nature and location of the
changes may not be indicated.

Located just 50 metres from the main show hall
and presented by some of the most
experienced Manufacturers, Solution Providers,
Integrators and Installer groups the IP-in-Action
presentations concentrated on the why's and
wherefore’s of real live installations, discussed
details of the deployment and provided advise
on the do’s and don’ts. 

The free to enter half hour sessions covered
actual applications from Airports, Motorways,
Retail Stores, Hospitals, School’s, Banks, Hotels
and many more were invaluable to future users
who learnt more about the benefits and ROI of
installing network based solutions than the
actual widgets and black art involved.

The Value of Knowledge

Like IIPSEC 2004 the format was designed to
take the delegate on a ‘journey’ from the initial

design of an IP based system all the way to
intelligent and commercial advantages when
selecting both hardware and software solutions.
The organisers took the bold (but correct)
decision to charge for such advice and judging
by the level of take-up (most sessions where
well attended) people valued the information

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James Gompers founder of Gompers Technologies Design Group Inc. and Gompers
Technologies Testing & Research Group Inc. looks at the need for appropriate knowledge 
and understanding when developing integrated systems and discusses the need for careful
planning and analysis prior to embarking on any security project.

As a security consultant with more than 
20 years in security, I’ve seen hundreds of new
and upgraded security installations. When I
ask what features are being used, it’s almost
always digital recording and playback, access
control and alarm monitoring. It seems most
end users have very limited knowledge of
what they have invested in and what these
systems can do for their operations.
Incredibly, many do not know that their CCTV
can be integrated with their access control
system. What’s worse, both systems are
usually installed by the same integrator.

True Integrators

This situation raises a few important
questions: Should we really be calling these
companies “integrators,” or are they still just
the “box” security dealers we’ve always had?
And if much of the assistance end users get
these days ranges somewhere between box
dealers and genuine “integrators,” how should
the security director respond?

For the end user, the ultimate goal is
maximum system performance for the lowest
investment. The starting point for achieving
this goal is acquiring proper knowledge.

Increasingly, end users must rely on
themselves to gain the expertise they need.
They must understand exactly what they are
trying to accomplish with their security
program. The days of depending only on
security dealers for the knowledge about the
solutions to meet these needs are over. With
the convergence of security and IT, and the
resultant complexity of new solutions, most
security dealers just don’t have the resources
to implement these solutions - let alone
provide sufficient education on them. There
are some integrators who can provide the
knowledge and expertise required in this new
converged world - but they are few and far
between. End users need to perform due
diligence for the recommended solution. 
It is essential to find out what projects the
dealer/integrator has done utilising an
integrated solution and assess how those
solutions have performed. This is a must 
when considering any provider for an
integrated solution.

Dealers slow to assist with integrated
solutions

Since the security dealers have yet to fully
step up to the plate in assisting the industry’s
migration to integrated security solutions,
where do we turn? Vendors and manufactures
are a good start, though rarely a non-biased
resource; they can bring a real value through
their knowledge of available solutions, and
how those solutions integrate with other
systems and databases. Industry associations
like SIA and ASIS International are another
good resource, as well as smaller, more
focused groups like The IP UserGroup and
Open Security Exchange, to name a few.
Finally, there are several consulting firms that
bring high-level expertise to an integrated
security project.

There are many industry professionals also
ready to assist, but one must be more
aggressive in acquiring and evaluating the
knowledge needed to implement upgraded,
integrated security solutions. The security
dealer or integrator can certainly play a role
here but not as the sole source of information
and expertise.

Working with knowledgeable End-Users

Once the end user gains sufficient knowledge
and determines security needs and potential
solutions, it’s time to consider who can
implement the integrated solution. Detail your
requirements in the form of an RFP (request
for proposal). The RFP should consist of an
overview of the proposed security project, a
detailed scope of work laying out the
expectations of the project, resources and
qualifications you expect the integrator to
have, training that you expect in order to
operate and properly manage the new system,
and so on. 

The information recommended here for the
RFP is only a partial list of the information
such documents usually include - they do tend
to be fairly extensive. Having a detailed RFP
enables the end user to evaluate prospective
integrators for the project through the
questions they ask during the bid process and
through evaluating the integrator response to
the RFP. Also, an integrator should not be
selected on price alone; you may end up
getting what you pay for.

With the relentless need for increased security
coupled with the almost overwhelming
complexity of today’s converged solutions, it
has become essential that end users fully
understand their security needs and
effectively use technology to create
efficiencies and reduce the costs of their
security program. Because many security

Systems Integration: 
Acquiring proper knowledge
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dealers have a tendency to overlook or just
don’t have the capabilities to implement such
efficiencies, it falls to the end user to make
sure they are realised. So don’t just settle for
stand-alone non-integrated, non-efficient
solutions that too many of us have grown
accustomed to. It’s now time for end users to
demand the information and the answers 
that will drive the technology to meet 
today’s challenges.

Security Improvement Starts
With a Plan
When it comes to project implementation,
many security professionals jump right in at
the solutions stage — throwing any and all
technology at the problems. In doing so, they
are missing the boat. A number of questions
should be answered before jumping to a
solution. It starts with evaluating inherent risk
to the company or organisation, and
identifying threats and liabilities.

Concentric Rings of Analysis and
Protection

Any security plan's intent is to protect an
organisation core assets. To accomplish the
task, the organisation should create
concentric rings of protection, starting the
furthest distance from the assets and moving
inward toward those assets.

Starting with an evaluation of the site or
location of a facility, a number of fundamental
questions come to mind:

• What are the crime statistics in the
geographic location?

• Is there an incident history for the
facility?

• Is the facility in a remote area and
therefore away from public eyes?

• How many entrances and exits are there
to the site and what is the coverage model
for these points?

• Is there adequate lighting present to
support a sound CCTV application?

• What is the relative location to airports,
chemical plants and facilities, railway
tracks, highways, etc.?

These questions are part of a complete
examination of site conditions that is the first
step to a successful protection plan. Improving

security may be as easy as fencing the
perimeter of the site or constructing gates to
limit access. Maybe there is a need for
advanced CCTV applications or fence and
perimeter detection and protection. Or
perhaps the solution requires further analysis.

Evaluating Building Security

Moving inward on the rings of protection,
looking now at the building or buildings brings
these questions to mind:

• How does the architecture of the facility
control the flow of employees and
visitors?

• Are there buffer zones between parking
areas and the building itself?

• Does the facility have blind spots or areas
difficult to cover with CCTV?

• Are there adequate emergency exits and
are the exit plans clearly posted and
understood?

Possible solutions to these conditions include
constructing barriers between the parking
areas and the building or putting up a wall or
fence in blind or concealed locations, thus
creating limited ingress points to screen
personnel or visitors.

Planning for Asset and Liability Protection

Turning attention to what assets need to be
protected, what the facility is used for, and
what risks and liabilities are associated with
the assets and the facility, it's time to ask the
following questions:

• Are the assets, products or information
highly desirable to others?

• Are the assets valuable or easily
converted to liquid assets? (e.g. chemical
or biological agents, drugs, defense or
classified information.)

• Is the floor plan open and inviting or 
is access to different areas and/or
departments limited?

• What type of ventilation is built into the
facility and are there control systems in
place to limit exposure to personnel 
and visitors?

If the organisation has conditions or assets
described by some of these questions, more
advanced solutions such as access control,
chemical and biological detection, or

integration and automation of the security
process are needed to effectively limit
exposure and liability. In this more extensive,
complicated terrain, additional answers 
are needed:

• Is there limited access to mailrooms and
shipping and receiving areas?

• Have bomb threat policies and procedures
been put in place?

• Are there invasion and penetration
response plans?

• Are all mail, supplies and deliveries
entering the facility screened?

• What are the liabilities or risks associated
with internal personnel removing assets or
information from the facility?

• Are there screening processes for
personnel and visitors leaving the facility?

• Is there a good business continuity plan 
in place?

Improved security is more than random,
sophisticated technology. It lies in really
examining what needs protecting and what
comprehensive and integrated protection 
will look like.

If necessary, retain the services of a security
professional, but keep in mind that there is no
substitute for a comprehensive security risk,
vulnerability and threat assessment.

Developing Relationships
with your local Police
Following a discussion on Privacy v Security in the November issue of IPfocus , Security
International’s Chris Brogan looks at “the extended police family” and “how to develop a
relationship with your local police”

We often hear the phrase “the extended police
family”. Security want to develop relationships
with their local police. Law enforcement often
make requests for information about
employees, clients, visitors to your site. This
could mean requesting copies of CCTV images. 

Do they make the request in accordance with
Data Protection, i.e. a Section 29(3) request? 

If they do not make it in that format then do
not give them the images. You are protecting
them from themselves. The Association of
Chief Police Officers’ Data Protection Policy
quite clearly states how they should make a
request for personal data. Failure of the police
to do so in that format could have
consequences for both them and your
organisation.

When you come back after the Christmas
break in January 2005 you may not be aware
there will be the Freedom of Information Act.
This has often been described as a spy’s
charter. The industrial spy and the activist will
have access to documents held by public
authorities. 

Has your company submitted a tender to a
public authority recently? 

If so, just think what confidential information
may be contained in that tender document:-

(a) Your pricing structure

(b) Your methodology

(c) Your key personnel

This access is retrospective, so all those
tender documents you put to various public
authorities some years ago will also be
accessible. Is the division within your company
that submits these tenders aware of the
Freedom of Information Act? 

Have they consulted with the security
department, which one assumes has a
function of protecting one of the company’s
greatest assets, i.e. their information?
